Primer to NC State’s Policies, Regulations and Rules
As an NC State faculty member, it’s important for you to be aware of the policies, regulations and rules, affectionately known as “PRRs.”  Spend some time to familiarize yourself with the website that holds all the PRRs at http://www.ncsu.edu/policies/index.php .  There is a link to this site on the right hand side of the wide red bar at the bottom of NC State’s home page.
Read through the menu items on the right side of the home page, particularly the Overview, Navigation Tools and PRR definitions.  These will help you when you are searching for a particular PRR that you know exists or checking to see if there is a PRR that speaks to an area about which you have a question.
Also look through the left hand menu items as this will give you insight into how PRRs are arranged in this system.  You’ll soon note that the “Functional Categories” listed are somewhat aligned with the administrative structure of NC State.

Of course, no one can know all the PRRs, but knowing how to find the ones you most often reference is valuable.  Searching by the PRR number or keyword(s) using the Google search within the site, looking in the alpha index, or using the site map are all good methods to navigate the site and find the PRR you need.  If you cannot find the topic you are after, don’t hesitate to use the Feedback choice in the right hand menu to ask for help from the site administrator.  You can also contact an administrator in the area of your interest and see if they know of a PRR that speaks to the question you have.

There will certainly be instances when faculty need to know and use PRRs from all the functional categories, but the following guide to the functional categories is presented to assist faculty in finding the PRRs most often needed by faculty.  

Governance and Administration  

This category contains Board of Trustee and Board of Visitor related PRRs.  The delegation of authority section may be of interest.  The Governance-General subsection includes conflict of interest, copyright and external professional activities for pay, i.e., consulting.  Honorary degrees and the Holladay Medal, highest academic award bestowed by NC State, are also in this category.
Academic Affairs

This category holds a long list of PRRs related teaching our students.  All faculty that teach, advise or mentor undergraduates or graduate students must become very familiar with this category.  The sub sections on Undergraduates include Academic Progress; Admissions; Graduate Admission; Courses, e.g., Course Syllabus, Evaluations, Feedback to Students, Teacher Availability to Students, Tests and Examinations; Grades; and University Scholars Programs.  For the Graduate School there is Admission and Registration, Degree Requirements, Faculty, Grades and Courses.  Subsections that pertain to both undergraduates and graduate students are the Library, Registration and Records, Scholarships and Financial Aid.
Advancement 
Only five PRRs are in this category.  Faculty don’t use these very often, but should be aware they exist.  

Campus Environment

PRRs in this category may not be the most sought after, but they can be the most important!  This category covers Campus Police; Environmental Safety; Fire Protection; Health, Safety and Welfare; and Non-Discrimination.  It is this last subsection that you might not expect to be in this category, so take note of that.  The regulations on adverse weather procedures and alcohol policy are in the Health, Safety and Welfare subsection along with those on interpersonal relationships and smoking policy.  All faculty should look through this category carefully.
Personnel 
This is another large category with a subsection just for faculty.  It includes the Academic Tenure Policy, the PRRs relating to Reappointment, Promotion and Tenure (RPT), including the College and Department Rules for RPT; and Professors of Distinction.  

Other subsections that faculty should see are Grievance, Leave, Mediation, Outside Employment and Activities, Payroll, Performance Management and Review, Recruitment and Hiring and Retirement.  This final subsection holds the regulation on the Phased Retirement Program. 
Extension and Engagement

Subsections in this category include Centennial Campus, Continuing Education, Cooperative Extension, and Use of McKimmon Conference and Training Center.  Most faculty will need information here at some time in their NC State career.

Finance, Operations and Auxiliary Services

Here lives the numerous PRRs on the business sector of the university.  Many faculty don’t need to know the level of detail in many of these, but when you do need the information, here is where to go.  The subsections are Accounts Payable, Bookstore, Budget, Construction Management, Facilities, Financial Services, Insurance and Risk Management, Purchasing, Student Accounts, Transportation and Travel.  It may be the last two listed here that faculty need to access most often.  
Information Technology

You need to read through the list of 12 PRRs in this section to make sure you know what’s there.  All these apply to faculty and compliance is required.

Intercollegiate Athletics

There are six PRRs in this category.  

Research and Sponsored Activities

This is another category that faculty must know completely.  The subsections are General Research PRRs, Contracts and Grants, and Research Administration.  A total of 33 PRRs are in this category, all are important for faculty research endeavors, but of particular note are Conflict of Interest Policy and Procedures and External Professional Activities. 
Student Activities and Services

Another large category containing PRRs that pertain to students but which faculty should be aware of, particularly those pertaining to services faculty might use such as the regulation on violations of academic integrity. Subsections are Student Activities and Services General PRRs, Campus Recreation, Craft Center, Dining, Housing, Student Discipline, Student Grievance, Student Health Services, Student Organizations, Talley Student Center, and Ticket Central.
